THE CHIN’S TAKE FIRST PLACE AT STEVENSON FOR JULY
CRB EVENT

Ed and his son Nick took their new Ranger 520 and headed West
out of the launch at Stevenson and attempted to fish Ash Lake (the little
lake thru a conduit) but, the current would not allow this to happen as the
current and little depth thru the conduit made getting in there impossible. I
should comment here that my partner for this event, Jody Cagle, and I had
done the same last week pre-fishing and were able to get in there and were
greeted by a man in an aluminum boat catching what looked to be a 3#
smallie! I said to Jody, “This looks great”! Not to be for us in there as that
was the only fish we saw as my intent was to only look for big bass with a
top water approach. Ed and Nick, without a pre-fish took out their reaction
baits and to quote Ed, “put the trolling motor on high and just covered
water, looking for spawners”.

They went thru a lot of fish to get a very big bag of five for 17.58
and tied big bass with a 4.55 with this same exact digital weight for 4.55 for
Gary Estes. In second place was in fact Gary Estes and (so far CRB Angler
of Year stats point leader) Joe Badolato. Gary and Joe also threw reaction
baits along with some jigs to reel in a culled limit at 14.86, certainly
showing the emphasis of having a “kicker” at 4.55 in their bag! I should
comment here that this was Gary’s fourth CRB event this season and he’s
never had less than a top four finish and with Joe as his back seater (having
3 first place, 100 points of his six CRB events this season) Joe’s 396 points
with Gary in 2nd place for the season with 376 points!

Our CRB Weigh-master had a great pre-fish and he put it to reality
in the form of five bass to the scales at 14.55 for 3rd place. Mark and his
partner Don Randolph said they had a great day catching a lot of 2+ Ib. fish
for the day on reaction baits with one “hot spot” on the Oregon 84 Hwy.
side of the Columbia being “red hot” for them! The combination of blades
and cranks did the trick for 3rd place.
